Eighty-three Impact Hope students—graduates of the Center for Hope tailoring program—are
fulfilling these orders while sharpening their skills. Many also trained during our annual summer
program.

The center is moving toward a self-sustaining model by producing items for profit. In the future the
goal is to open a storefront and launch affordable clothing lines for the Rwandan people, helping
the sustainability model grow.
